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Cell Phone Policy Reminder

	In order to comply with the cell phone policy that is now system wide, students at East Side will be allowed to have a cell phone if needed.  This has been done to ensure the safety of our students.  Students can have a working cell phone under two conditions.  The cell phone must be off and it must be in their locker at all times.  Students may use their cell phone to call parents for rides or various other purposes after school hours.  The school is not responsible for lost or stolen merchandise.  If a cell phone is out during the day, the teacher or responsible adult will confiscate the cell phone and turn it in to the office.  The principal will call the parents to come and pick it up.   If there is misuse of the cell phone, such as taking inappropriate pictures, further disciplinary action will be taken.  While we are not encouraging cell phones in our schools, we hope that this new policy will make our students safe.

Tips for 5th Grade Writing Exam
